As you may know, Senator Herb Kohl (D-Wisconsin) is the sponsor of Senate
Bill 702, the State Court Interpreters Grant Program Act

grant program to provide states with funding to develop, implement and expand state court interpreter
programs. The first hurdle that the bill must overcome is consideration by the Senate Judiciary Committee.
Hopefully this will occur this winter or spring.

In an effort to increase support among Senate Judiciary Committee members, we are asking advocates,
interpreters, state court administrators/officials, state court judges and others to reach out to their home-state
senators who are members of the Judiciary Committee and urge them to support the bill when it comes
before the committee. Below is a list of senators on the Judiciary Committee that we urge you to contact.
Even if your senator(s) are not on the Committee, it is crucial that you contact them as well because the bill
could come before the full Senate later this year.
